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1. Vocabulary building: Start by teaching your B1 pupils spring-related vocabulary such as ¢
flowers, trees, bees, butterflies, rain, sunshine, etc. Use flashcards or pictures to make
the lesson more engaging.

5. Cultural exploration: Take your B1 pupils on a virtual field trip to learn about how
different cultures celebrate the arrival of spring. You can show them pictures, videos or
articles that highlight traditional spring festivals around the world, such as Holi in India,
Hanami in Japan, or Easter in Western countries. Afterward, engage students in a class

discussion about the similarities and differences between these festivals and those
