Healthy Ageing

It’s difficult to define ageing. The most widely accepted concept behind the idea of

ageing is that it is just a part of the life cycle: birth, childhood, adolescence, adulthood

and, in the end, old age. As we age, various physiological changes occur in our body

since our organs start to lose their changes in intellectual functioning.

The way people age differs considerably, and this difference increases with age. Some
people age more quickly with a dramatic level of decline, while others age more slowly
with much less significant changes. Why?

Gerontology, the science dealing with the study of the ageing process, cannot yet
give us a clear answer about what causes the ageing process. There are many ageing
theories but none of them can explain satisfactorily why biological organisms age. The
best we can say is that the ageing process depends on both genetic and environmental
factors.

Genetic factors primarily define the maximum lifespan of a species; humans may very
occasionally live for 120 years, mice only 4 years, butterflies 11 weeks. Furthermore,
genetic factors are responsible for important morphological and physiological changes
of the ageing process. With advancing age, they come into the picture and make our
arteries, muscles, and skin lose elasticity, impair our vision and hearing. Moreover,
there are certain cognitive and personality changes associated with ageing. Most aged
people start to experience memory problems and become preoccupied with their inner
life and personal feelings rather than the outside world.

Environmental factors are also very important as they determine the rate of the
ageing process. This has become quite clear in the twentieth century, during which life
expectancy in developed countries has increased considerably due to the reduction of
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infant mortality, improvements to working conditions, introduction of hygienic and
nutritional measures and infection control. In contrast to the developed countries, the
life expectancy in Nigeria is limited to 54 years by high death rate during childbirth,
starvation, infections, absence of proper nutrition.

An Uncomfortable Moral Dilemma

People started going slumming as early as in 1840 when wealthy Londoners began
venturing beyond the safety and comfort of West End into the poverty and crime of
the city’s ill-reputed East End. Under the pretence of charity and usually in disguise
and with a police escort, they visited slum neighbourhoods to get a curious glimpse of
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the city’s inequality until in September 1884 the New York Times published an article
proclaiming a new era in tourism.

While the concept might seem outrageous to the general public, major tour operators
have quickly responded to the growing demand by offering the privileged, western,
middle class tourists visits to Brazil’s favelas, the Mumbai slums and the Manila North
Cemetery, inhabited by some of city’s poorest people, where the divide between the
rich and the poor is most visible. Dramatic rises in the number of slum-tourists were
recorded after the releases of a 2002 Brazilian crime film “City of God” and a 2008
British eight Oscar awards winning drama film “Slumdog Millionaire”.

Normally cheap — $5-20, slum tours give the well-off a false feeling of involvement
since 80% of the tour price usually goes to Charity Funds, local communities or homeless
guides. Tourists get an illusory belief in promoting the improvement in the living
conditions of poor people and providing them with access to educational and healthcare
programmes. Other tours are free. Visitors to the landfills near the Mexican city of
Mazatlan are only encouraged to bring sandwiches and bottles of drinking water to give
to local dwellers and beggars.

Controversial as it may be, slum tourism is definitely on the rise and is gaining more
and more popularity all over the world. However, there are ongoing and intense debates
about the ethics of encouraging poverty as a tourist attraction. Most people still feel
discomfort with the idea of disadvantaged people making a show of their life.

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Iron Man

There is not much about Adrian Hayes that isn’t record-breaking, inspiring or
amazing. The 64-year-old British citizen, currently living the UAE, has worked in
nine countries, visited more than a hundred, speaks four languages, holds an MBA, is
a fellow of the Royal Geographical Society, an ambassador for the UAE-based charity
Gulf for Good, an iron man triathlete, and a multi-fitness challenge champion. He
is a former British Army Officer, a mountaineer since his teens, and a successful
motivational speaker.

After reaching the summit of Mount Everest in 2006, he was so happy that he had
fulfilled his life-long dream, that he immediately headed off to the North Pole, reaching
it in March 2007. He came back home to Dubai only to set off again in November
2007, this time to the South Pole thus conquering the three latitudinal and altitudinal
extremes of the planet.

His career as a challenge-taker started when he was still a teen. His family used to
mount expeditions across the marsh lands of the river valley near the place where they
lived in the New Forest, Hampshire. After such expeditions he would gaze for hours at
his family globe wondering what it would be like to see the furthest places of our Earth.
He has always been adventuring ever since; as he grew older, his expeditions just got
more extreme and training became more strenuous.

On December 14, 2011, Hayes came back from an expedition following the path of
British explorer Wilfred Thesiger across Rub’ al Khali. The 1600 km trek through one
of the world’s largest deserts was not free from problems. On the very first day Hayes
was thrown from his camel, suffered a concussion and required 13 stitches on the head.
Only a little later, the expedition, consisting of Hayes, two Emirati travel companions
and seven camels, had to wait out cyclone Kelia for five days. But after the initial
hiccups the group managed to make good time and make plenty of friends along the way.
What really impressed him during this journey was the number of visitors to their camp
who were anxious to treat the travellers to traditional Arabic food, learn more about
their challenge and share their personal stories of Thesiger and his expedition from the
1940s. In 2013, his impressions of the challenge found their way into his first book
Footsteps of Thesiger chronicling the life of Wilfred Thesiger and Hayes’s re-enaction
expedition in Thesiger’s trail.

Waiting for the next challenge, Hayes trains by pulling tyres along the beach and
through sand dunes in the UAE and concentrates on his public speaking, motivational
team coaching and sustainability seminars. Being a professionally qualified corporate
coach, Hayes admits that leadership and team development programmes have also become
part of his work along with his expeditions. Although the expeditions have little to do
with the coaching, they provide him with numerous and vivid examples to draw on while
coaching.

So, why does he do it? According to Hayes, he loves challenges, he is good at doing them
and he is a strong believer in his abilities to face them.

11 The Kokoda Track, Papua New Guinea
60 miles of rugged terrain and jungles with slippery roots coupled with extreme weather
conditions and high risk of endemic tropical diseases make the Kokoda Track one of
the world’s most spectacular and challenging trekking trails with an incredibly high
death toll. The 2009 season was fatal with four hikers dying on the trail and thirteen
people killed in a plane crash on their way to the trailhead. Since then, the ill-fated
road had been blocked numerous times by outraged locals until the government started
maintenance work and decided to bring modern facilities to the trail. Although the
trail is now changing for the better, hikers still have to watch out for dangers lurking
around.

12 The Maze, the USA

With an average of 2,000 visitors a year, the labyrinth of high-walled red rocks called
the Maze doesn’t seem to be very popular with hikers. However, the small number of
visitors is easily explained by its location in the least accessible part of Glen Canyon
National Recreation Area and exceptional difficulty of access roads which require
reliable, high-clearance 4WD vehicles. The trail itself is the last truly wild frontier in
the world, so hikers planning the trip must be able to repair their 4WDs, have proper
equipment, self-rescue gear, sufficient water and food supplies as the camping area has
got only a small shop selling books and maps.

13 El Camino De La Muerte, Bolivia

Originally called North Yungas Road, El Camino de la Muerte is an incredibly hair-
raising track which is officially recognized as the most dangerous road in the world.
This single-lane road winds at high altitudes featuring almost all climatic zones of
South America. Constructed by Paraguayan prisoners of the Chaco War, it became an
important connection between Coroico, a town in Nor Yungas Province and La Paz, the
seat of government. The steep road with no crash barriers, sharp turns and unexpected
landslides is avoided even by locals who prefer a safer bypass road built in 2006.
Nevertheless, biking tour groups are quite common on the road offering breath-taking
views and ultimate biking experience alongside the danger.

14 Cascade Saddle, New Zealand
Gorgeous views, lush beech forests, alpine meadows and grassed flats make this highly
challenging trail popular with backpackers, runners, hikers, and bird-watchers alike.
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Open year-round and beautiful any time you visit, Cascade Saddle becomes exceptionally
dangerous autumn through spring when wet, snow- or ice-covered grass slopes become
slippery, cold storms occur and lower visibility, avalanche danger increases manyfold,
and numerous unbridged streams flood from rain. Adventurous hikers are recommended
to carry an emergency shelter, safety equipment, a head torch, and spare food at all
times to wait out extreme weather conditions and be prepared to turn back if conditions
Wworsern.

15 Kalalau, Hawaii

Kalalau trail is a trek through paradise that can become hell even for the most experienced
hikers. Tropical wilderness, crystal-clear waterfalls, sea caves, steep volcanic slopes and
a secluded beach at the end of the trail have taken several lives and caused hundreds of
accidents. Numerous streams rapidly swelling after rain, stones falling near waterfalls,
slippery muddy patches along cliffsides, strong underwater currents and unpredictable
waves can turn the hike into an dangerous walk, and a marginal community living
on the shore can be very rough with hikers. Following a severe flooding in the 2018
spring season, the trail was closed for a year and reopened with a daily visitor limit and
entrance permit.

16 El Caminito del Rey, Spain

Hanging on a cliff 100 metres above the bottom of the valley, a concrete and steel
footbridge is certainly is the most dangerous part of the 7.7-kilometre-long Caminito del
Rey trek. After its construction at the beginning of the 20th century, the footbridge,
that originally connected the El Gaitanejo dam with the El Chorro hydro-electric plant,
was used by local villagers to get to shops, school, or bars. Officially closed to the
public, the footbridge is still a bucket list destination for adventure seekers from all
over the world. The trail itself runs through a unique natural setting featuring a
swamp, two gorges, a canyon, and a valley as well as several pedestrian tunnels and
another footbridge.

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Tornadoes

The tornado is one of the most unpredictable and dangerous windstorms (17) ;
Though tornadoes are caused by powerful thunderstorms, they form on land. They
appear as powerfully rotating columns of winds and clouds (18)

| technological expertise, lighting design, cutting-edge global advancements in sustainable
lighting and sheer art. For nine magical mid-February nights the key buildings and
| streets in downtown Sharjah, warmed up by a dazzling megawatt display of artistic
‘wizardry, are transformed so the city lives up to its name of cultural capital of the
UAE. The organisers strive to use technology to encourage residents and visitors from
- inside and outside the country to walk and explore the city’s old forts, wind towers and
_architecture.

-;Initiated by the Sharjah Culture and Tourism Development Authority, the festival is
}:.produced, designed and operated by cultural events production company Nomada. The
-_}ﬁrst edition of the festival, in 2011, attracted over 20,000 people to the city because
there was nothing like the Sharjah Light Festival, in the Gulf region or the whole of
‘the Middle East. Indeed, most of the festival events including the Sharjah annual Book
Fair, Heritage Days and Ramadaniat are always unique and cater to all age groups, thus
-making the Sharjah experience so wholesome for tourists from around the world and
| across the region.

‘Sharjah Light Festival was inspired by Lyon’s long-running Féte des Lumieres, which
| dates back to 1852, when town residents lit hundreds of candles in a religious celebration.
\Iow, the festival is a secular one and the highlight of the 2010 edition was a giant
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pinball machine, Urban Flipper, designed by Carol Martin and Thibaut Berbezier of CT
Light. Using 3D projection mapping technology, visitors could actually play pinball on
the building using a few buttons located near the projection booth. In 2011, the same
technology was on show in Sharjah in a unique application of architectural mapping.
While the technology wasn’t new, the size of the facade covered and the way it was used
hadn’t been seen before in the region. Light and computer animation created an illusion
of buildings being destroyed, redrawn or redecorated, in a matter of minutes.

In keeping with green policies, the festival focuses on energy efficient lighting. In the
past, Sharjah has suffered severe power failures, therefore cutting down on electricity
consumption and raising awareness is a key responsibility for the organisers. Street |
lighting at the festival venues is turned off during the shows so as to create the best
viewing conditions. As much as possible, the international artists use such technologies |
as light emitting diodes (LED), which consume less power than conventional lighting.

 Seventy-one percent of the earth’s surface is covered with water. If all the continents and
- mountains were flattened, the earth would be covered by water more than 3,000 metres deep.

‘As a life environment, the sea is a kind of land turned upside down. Surface ocean
‘waters are sunlit fields that are full of tiny drifting vegetables, phytoplankton, and
' equally small animals, zooplankton. The marine inhabitants come up to feed in this rich
'prairie and become links in long food chains that go down to the ocean floor. The most
‘amazing fact about this inverted life pyramid is that only 2% of the foodstuff ends up
'in swimming fish. The rest of it goes to the marine invertebrates: pulsing jelly fish,
‘darting shrimp, fixed colonies of colourful corals and sponges, and an amazing diversity
of crawlers and diggers of the ocean floor ranging in size from microscopic organisms
‘to those several metres in length.

One of the main branches of sea science, physical oceanography, dates back to pre-historic
' times, when humans got first knowledge of the sea and ocean waves and currents. However,
‘there are still many unanswered questions as to the movement of the deep currents, the
‘origin of black-hole ocean eddies, the chemistry of the water or the nature and shape of
 the ocean floor. The Atlantic hydrographic map showing the configuration of the shoreline
and seafloor, is being updated continuously, and nuclear submarines are now mapping
'the Arctic basin under the ice. Yet vast areas of the Pacific are unmapped and the Indian
‘Ocean has hardly been touched. Several hollows in the floor are known to be deeper than
'Mt. Everest is high, but scientists cannot be sure that they have found the deepest one.

;‘::i:Another aspect of oceanography that hasn’t received enough attention is that of identifying
fish: taxonomy. It is considered boring work to catalogue fish. As of November 28,
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2023, World Register of Marine Species includes 243,613 known species, and marine
biologists discover more than 2,332 new ones each year. The recently discovered Mariana
Snailfish is only about 28 c¢m in length, but it is a real deep-sea-inhabitant. Named after
its home, the Marianas Trench, it was first caught in 2014 at depths of 8,178 metres,
where the pressure is 1,000 times greater than at sea level. Serious scientists believe |
that it is quite possible to discover sea monsters adapted to life at great depths. "

Almost everything we know — or think we know — about the sea needs further studies. |
The questions themselves may be wrong, and many of the answers are under challenge. ?;'
